Mary counts 

the coupons and tabulates the dollars, turns the 

coupons in the first Thursday of the month to the Kent 

Telephone Pioneers Club, who sends them to the Air 

Force Base in Japan. Thank you one and all for your 

wonderful support.

Quarterly Financial Reports 

  In the fall of 2009, we shared extensively and 

openly about the financial strength of our 

church.  We also asked our members and 

friends to fill out a pledge card for 2010, 

indicating their anticipated giving level so that 

we could budget responsibly.  We were (and 

still are!) excited about the fact that as a 

congregation we pledged a total of $72,100 for 

the 2010 year.  As a congregation, we took 

these pledges seriously and approved a 2010 

budget for $71,963.  In years past, there was 

only one formal financial report given to the 

congregation as a whole: the year-end report.  

While we will continue to give year-end reports, 

several people made the wise suggestion that 

we should report on a quarterly basis.  We 

promised that for 2010 we would do so in two 

ways:   

1. First, we would make a quarterly 
income/expense report to the entire 
congregation.  This brief report was 
available to the congregation for 1st quarter, 
and a report included here for 2nd quarter.   

2. Second, we would provide individualized 
quarterly giving reports.  If you have 
pledged and/or made a financial gift to the 
church, you will receive a letter with your 
personalized giving report and a Q&A sheet 
by mid July for 2nd quarter.
